Prepare by reading about your great person.  Familiarize yourself with his area of expertise.

Think of interesting questions to carry the conversation along.  There are sample questions on your biography card, but don’t limit yourself to these alone. 

There will be one or more pictures on the screen as visual aids, so you should refer to them.  Ask Mrs. Hinkle to show you the pictures.

Write your script.  Rehearse, so you can deliver your interview smoothly.  Consider the quality criteria listed below.
